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1 Workshop Venue

The workshop will be held in the Computer Science Building of the Technical University
Munich (the main entrance is shown below).

We reserved the rooms Church and Zuse. There will be signs that will guide you from the
main entrance of the building to these rooms. A map of the campus and travel information
are given at the end.

2 Tutorials and Schedule

Tutorials will start at 9:15 and end in the early afternoon, with many long breaks in between.
The idea is that you can talk to the developers in the free time. Do not be shy and just ask them
anything you like! Assume it is a one-chance-in-a-lifetime to be in a dedicated environment
for learning Isabelle programming.

It is advisable to bring your own laptop to the tutorials. We will prepare some files with which
you can immediately start to play and to further explore the Isabelle code.

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4 Access to the Building

On Thursday, August 13th, and Friday, August 14th, the Computer Science Building will be
open during normal hours. On Saturday, August 15, you might have to ring the porter, since
that day is a public holiday in Germany. The porter will let you in.

5 Coffee and Lunch Breaks

Coffee will be provided. Lunch will be at the near cafeteria. More information will be given
at the workshop. For dinner you will be on your own. However we hope to make impromptu
arrangements to go to restaurants or beer gardens either nearby or in Munich.

6 Internet Access

During the workshop free Internet access is provided in room von Neumann (ask for direc-
tions). The Internet access is cable based. Cables will be available.

7 Travel and Tickets

The Computer Science Building is at the Campus Garching, which is located in the North of
Munich reachable by Underground (called in German [[}-Bahn) line number U6. The stop is
Garching Forschungszentrum, which is the terminal stop on this line. In the map below this
stop is highlighted blue on the top of the page (near the airport sign).

Assuming you stay at the conference hotel Novotel, in order to get to Campus Garching you
have to go to the train station Rosenheimer Platz and take any ©-Bahn in the direction of the
city centre / main train station. Get off at Marienplatz (that is two stations after Rosenheimer
Platz). At Marienplatz you have to change. Follow the [[-sign to line number U6. You need
to take the U6 to its terminal stop Garching Forschungszentrum. The destination is written
outside on the train and also on the electronic boards at the platform. Note that only every
second train of the U6 goes to Garching Forschungszentrum. The journey from Rosenheimer
Platz to Garching Forschungszentrum takes about 35 mins. From the terminal station to the
Computer Science Building is only a short walk.

7.1 Purchasing Tickets

Before taking the train, you have to purchase and validate your ticket. Since you are going to
Garching in the morning and come back to the hotel in the evening, it is strongly advised to
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buy each morning a Single Day-Ticket XXL, which is valid for the central parts of the network
(you cannot use it to go to the airport for example).

e Single Day-Ticket XXL (Single Tageskarte XXL), valid for the whole day, price €6.70

Tickets can be bought from ticket machines (shown below) at every station. The machines
take coins and small bank notes. They give change.
